Statute of the Roma National Council (Italy)

1. The Roma National Council is an association with a federal civil society rom

2. Roma make up the National Council of all federations, organizations, associations Roma, Sinti and Travellers, Roma organizations pro, Associations and Civil Society Organizations, foundations, families Roma, Sinti, Travellers, the majority population and all ethnic minorities who share and accept the present Statute.

3. The National Roma Council aims to implement the agreements signed in the Italian State and signed by the President of Italian Republic Giorgio Napolitano, President Silvio Berlusconi at the European level on 23-24 June 2011. Sign framework agreements on social inclusion of Roma people by the European Commission launched April 5, 2011, subsequent to approval of the European Parliament resolution on March 9, 2011 issue of the Roma and the high-level meeting held in the Council of Europe on 20 October 2010.

4. The National Roma Council adopts the resolution of the Summit on the Roma issue approved by 400 delegates representing 47 countries in the Council of Europe in Strasbourg on September 22, 2011.

5. The National Roma Council takes as its foundational character of its business, the overcoming of all forms of racial discrimination, direct or indirect, which would impede or prevent the full affirmation and protection of human rights of every ethnic, linguistic, religious, sexual, opinion policies and all social category with specific reference to the areas excluded, marginalized and / or living in poverty, economic, social and cultural and ethnic minorities that the majority populations and the promotion of equal treatment for non-profit.

6. The Roma National Council consistently takes a responsible defense and affirmation of democracy and fundamental human rights throughout the European Union, the European Council and the planet. We are all citizens of the world.

7. The National Roma Council accepts the principles of interculturalism and self-determination to build a common path and istaurare a dialogue between equals, a relationship of trust where nobody is excluded. The Interculturality is start a process where each of us is called to a passing view to building a culture that might focus on the respect and dignity of every human being as a precondition for overcoming the society based on racism, division and exclusion sociale.L 'Self-determination is to initiate a path where everyone is called to build democracy, representing himself and sharing them with all the problems that lives along the road looking for the release.

8. The Roma National Council invites every local community, city, province and region to the creation of local councils, citizens, county and regional. Each Council will have full decision-making power and autonomy. The delegates elected are revocable by the communities themselves according to local needs and wants each community to decide freely represent.

9. In June of 2012 delegates representing every city, province and region will create the first National Congress of the National Roma Council will adopt a program where people's liberation from racism, social exclusion, marginality and the construction of a road to social inclusion for all.

10. The National Roma Council in its joints National, Regional and Local, will have a permanent character to develop, implement and monitor the full and effective implementation of European strategies in close collaboration and through a continuous dialogue with the European Commission, the Council of Europe and the Italian Government at all levels (municipal governments, provincial, regional, ministerial)
