Construction of the National Strategy

The Board of Directors of the Roma nation convened in special session to address important and decisive elements of the strategy adopted October 2, 2011, the results achieved since the Congressional phase of learning, the next formation of the Roma National Council, the proposal launched by the Government Italian after meeting took place December 6, 2011 c / o the House defense - Senate of the Republic to which we participated (Marcello Zuinisi delegates, Mamadou Sene, Mohamed Adzovic, Walter Conti) with the European Commission, Council of Europe, Minister of International Cooperation and integration Andrea Riccardi, the Vice President of the Senate Emma Bonino, President of the Senate Human Rights Commission Pietro Marcenaro, Roma associations, pro important Roma and international foundations including the Gypsy Secretariat in Madrid and Open Society Institute.

In these past few months we recorded a strong growth of our constructive proposal that has achieved a national dimension. It 'was passed the Statute of the Roma National Council to allow a correct implementation of the agreements signed in the Italian State and signed by the President of Italian Republic Giorgio Napolitano, President Silvio Berlusconi at the European level on 23-24 June 2011. Sign framework agreements on social inclusion of Roma people by the European Commission launched April 5, 2011, subsequent to approval of the European Parliament resolution on March 9, 2011 issue of the Roma and the high-level meeting held in the Council of Europe on 20 October 2010.

On 11 December 2011 at 18.00 was held the Meeting of the Chamber Opera Nomads of Genoa c / o Camp Molassana Roma, Via Gelassio Adamoli 501 (Ge). The meeting, which was attended by members of the sect Genoa Opera Nomads and young Roma activists and human rights (Sergio Sejad Cizmic, Nihad Omerovic, Zahirovic Aleks, Zahirovic Serif, Cizmic Senad, Cizmic Rashid, Cizmic Avdija, Zahirovic Ramson, Miguel Gutierrez) has founded a new association with the name of Roma ancient past experience from which Opera Nomads. The term nomad is completely obsolete, as it shows a reality that reflects the lives of 0.2% of the Roma population in Europe. 99.8% of the twelve million Roma are currently present in Eu are in fact settled for several generations. The same European Parliament has called on States to abandon the definition refers to the population of nomadic Roma and Sinti. Nomads in the Genoa Opera next meeting was dissolved and passed.

The Assembly of the ancient Roma has formed in order to implement in Italy, in Liguria Region and the City of Genoa the social inclusion strategy as reported in the letter that the European Commission sent on 24 October 2011 protocol Just/D4-IN/st / Ares (2011) No. 1133029 of the Association Rom Nation adopting its planning and laying the statute based National Council of Roma as a foundational and constructive.

The networking developed at national level was reflected in presentations to the Council of Europe of a project as "a way to assert human rights in Italy: Interculturality and Self-Determination" shared jointly by the Nation Rom, Rom Formerly Association (Genoa) , EveryOne Group, Association Romanò shovel Tetehàra (Rom for the Future - Torino), Association of Roma non-profit organization (Rome), New Romalen Association (Rome), Association Partida Romilor Pro Europe - Italy, Association of Volunteer Road (Lamezia Terme - CT) , Nomads Opera Association Reggio Calabria, unfortunately has not been approved by the Council of Europe

On 10 November 2011 the Government of the Italian Prime Minister Silvio Berlusconi indicates the UNAR, following the meeting c / o Permanent Technical Committee of Integrated CIACE - Department of European Affairs of the Presidency of the Council of Ministers, where national contact point for NCP strategies for integration of Roma until 2020, with the task of drawing up a scheme established in terms of the strategic plan of action to be submitted to the European Commission. The deadline is December 31, 2011.

On 12 November 2011, Prime Minister Silvio Berlusconi resigned.

On November 13, 2011 he was appointed Chairman of the Council Professor. Mario Monti

In the following months, the formation of the new executive of the Italian government allows the beginning of a new phase and opportunity for social inclusion of Roma and Sinti Strollers previously denied in practice by the previous Prime Minister Silvio Berlusconi and Interior Minister Roberto Maroni . The birth of the Permanent Inter-Ministerial Board on Roma issues took place January 24, 2011, certain items in the Social Inclusion Strategy for Roma, Sinti and Travellers (RCS) sponsored by the National Office against Racial Discrimination - UNAR, seem to indicate a willingness to change course and search for a concrete path to social inclusion for the 40,000 citizens and towns Roma currently in serious state of social exclusion and marginalization. The European Commission sets for the new executive 29 February 2012 as the deadline for delivering the strategy of social inclusion for Roma and Sinti.

On 24 January 2012, the Association of Country Rom letter sent to the Italian Government, the Permanent Inter-ministerial table, UNAR, the Human Rights Commission - Senate of the Republic, the European Commission and the Council of Europe report as announced in On December 27, 2011 request to have advanced to the European Commission to proceed with the launch of infringement proceedings for the Italian State vs. incorrect application of EU directives 2000/43/EC and 2004/38/EC (attached) stating that the request is intended to achieving an effective implementation of social inclusion strategy for the Roma population present in the Italian State and not intended to be punitive in its purpose but simply education.

The request to open an infringement action is motivated by the persistent discrimination that the Roma civil society, families continue to suffer because of the actions of many municipal administrations. In December 2011, January and February 2012 continued incessant eviction without alternative of spontaneous settlements of many Roma families in particular in the cities of Rome and Florence. An unexpected high number of fires, some of which as a result of arson of real pogroms (December 10, 2011 - Turin) have destroyed the humble barracks where hundreds of families lived in the cities of Rome, Naples, Bari, Cosenza, Turin , Udine, Latin, Cagliari. The unlawful deportation, violence, deportation disguised as "assisted returns", the misuse and illegal use of public money reported to the European Commission.

On 18 January 2012, the President of the Security Commission of Rome Capital Fabrizio Santori says on the website of the City of Rome: "The Nomad Plan must be completed without further delay, stop evictions is a slap to the laws and law-abiding citizens, but to complete Plan are the expulsions and the forced repatriation of EU citizens, without yielding to fatal overdose of tolerance and useless way. " It 'clear that the intentions expressed represent serious breaches of Directives 2000/43/EC and 2004/38/EC on the non-discrimination and freedom of movement. Monday, February 27, 2012 the Mayor of Rome Gianni Alemanno Capital proceeded to illegal evictions and without guaranteeing any procedure provided by the European standards of many settlements inhabited by dozens of families of Roma ethnicity.

The above examples represent only the last grave acts of discrimination that the Roma live in civil society of the Italian State. The Nation Association of Roms, EveryOne Group, the Association on July 21 were forced to denounce the authorities constantly abuses that occur daily on the Italian territory.

Institutional role as an observatory on Racial Discrimination should be exercised UNAR - National Bureau against Racial Discrimination. Denounce abuse, racial discrimination, a City Council report is a thankless task that puts in an uncomfortable situation by exposing the complainant to the antipathy of many institutions.

The only capital city of Rome has made over the past two years 420 evictions spontaneous settlements are forcing hundreds of Roma families live in permanent exile. Not a single procedure of investigation for racial discrimination, breach of European directives has been opened UNAR toward the administration of Mayor Gianni Alemanno.

The current set-up by the Italian UNAR transposing Directive 2000/43/EC sees him placed in the employ of the Presidency of the Council of Ministers. This arrangement prevents an effective separation of the Observatory of racial discrimination by the very institutions that should be checked in case of abuse. In the fourth report published by ECRI is required UNAR effective independence and the strengthening of his powers.

The reports produced by the Roma Nation, a unit of the International Group EveryOne, from 'Association "July 21", ERRC, Amnesty International, Unicef, the Roma civil society, by Eritreans and Somalis, and sent these years to the European Court of Human Rights in Strasbourg, the European Commission - Directorate General Justice, the Council of Europe, UNAR, Observatory on Racial Discrimination - Chamber of Deputies, the Human Rights Commission - Senate of the Republic, on the actions illegal and contrary to the laws and the EU's founding principles, racism, discrimination, persecution and violence against the Roma population and the immigrant, committed in the previous government of Silvio Berlusconi is widely motivated and reflected in the recent position of the maximum Italian and European bodies.

The Italian Council of State judgment no. 6050 November 16, 2011 rejected as illegitimate "plan nomads" launched by former Prime Minister Silvio Berlusconi and former Interior Minister Roberto Maroni May 21, 2008. The "plan nomads" with explicit and direct reference to the Roma and Sinti people, families in the area, described our presence in the city as "disturbing public order and security" and has sent to the mayors and prefects to violently evict hundreds of of spontaneous settlements.

The Council of Europe condemned January 31, 2012 the Italian state for violating Article 31 paragraph B of the Charter of Social Rights in relation to the lack of social inclusion policies and the right to housing for homeless families and Roma.

The European Commission against Racism and Intolerance - ECRI has published 21 February 2012 the fourth report in which the Italian State is convicted of the inhuman treatment to which they were subjected Roma families, migrants and all vulnerable to June 22, 2011. The EveryOne Group International is considered the official source for ECRI.

The European Court of Human Rights in Strasbourg has condemned February 24, 2012 for the Italian expulsions and mass expulsions committed in 2009. The final sentence is for violating the human right not to be subjected to torture or degrading human treatment. In 60 years of life is the second time that a member of the Council of Europe is convicted of this violation.

Friday 17 February 2012 the UNAR - National Contact Point NCP publishes the Social Inclusion Strategy for Roma Sinti and RSC. The notice of event of interest to participate in the NCP open to the Roma Civil Society and the Association is open December 12, 2011 and set a deadline of February 29, 2012 closing. The notice states that the document presented is open to contributions from the Civil Society and Roma associations not recognized. The meeting with the Association today recognized by the Italian government and UNAR held Wednesday, February 22, 2012 Via Largo Chigi 19, Rome.

Friday, February 24, 2012 the Council of Ministers approves the plan Rom be delivered to the European Commission.

Tuesday 28 February 2012 the Minister for Integration and International Cooperation Andrea Riccardi, during a hearing in the Committee's approval of the Schengen states strategy for social inclusion for Roma Sinti and RCS. Among the novelties introduced the definition of a government bill for the recognition of Roma as a national minority and testing a model of participation of Roma and Sinti communities in decision-making affecting them. The Minister for Economic Cooperation and Integration should be built in concert with the Ministers of Labour and Social Affairs, Interior, Health, Education and Justice, a control room of the policies in the coming years, involving representatives of Regional and Local Authorities, including the mayors of major urban areas and the same representatives of the European Roma, Sinti and Travellers in Italy.

Based on the above considerations suggest that the Italian Government the following constructive proposals to implement a proper strategy inclusion of civil society rom:

1. Making UNAR releasing it independently the tasks of government. Only in this way the UNAR will be effective as the guarantor Observatory on Racial Discrimination in accordance with Directive 2000/43/EC strengthening the powers. In each of the EU observers on the discrimination charges are autonomous and have an effective separation by Governments, Regions, Provinces and Municipalities.

2. Establish a National Council Roma (CNR) directly connected to the Council of Ministers and the Permanent Inter-ministerial table. The National Research Council consists of representatives of the Ministry of Interior, Labour and Social Affairs, Justice, Education, University and Research, Equal Opportunities, Health, Integration and International Cooperation, Conference of Presidents of Regions, UPI , ANCI, the Roma Civil Society, the European Commission (Representation in Italy) and the Council of Europe (Intercultural Mediators - Romed) could represent a guarantee for an effective and concrete implementation of the Social Inclusion Strategy within the framework EU.

3. The mediators (Romed) formed by the Council of Europe according to agreements signed by our State October 20, 2010 in the high-level meeting convened by the Council of Europe in Strasbourg for the sharing of a social inclusion strategy should be employed directly Ministry of Integration and International Cooperation constitutes an important and professional mediation and reconciliation between the Ministry, Roma families, communities and local governments themselves.

4. Each local government should establish a Roma citizen Council composed of representatives of local institutions, social workers, mediators, educators, professional associations and Roma with the specific task of identifying the needs, requirements, and ensuring inclusive design. Within this body should ensure the correct use and the use of European Social Funds provided by the European Commission.

5. Creation of Regional Councils Rom with the task of policy and coordination of inclusive design. Council of National, Regional and Local guarantee an effective strategy for social inclusion on the four plans agreed in the agreement signed on 23-24 June 2011 between the Italian and European Commission: housing, jobs, training and education, health and safety.

6. To address the emergence of spontaneous settlements propose the establishment of Houses of Peace and acceptance in each city and neighborhood. The House should immediately grant a place to Roma families where you can find a temporary accommodation and ensure an immediate social protection. Facilities made provisions by municipal administrations, local Churches, Provinces where each nucleus begin to follow a road job placement for adults and school inclusion for children. Structures also be recovered by working with Roma families themselves acknowledging the positive lessons of experience already in place as the nut of Turin. http://terradelfuoco.org/topos/ildado/. Implement immediate social housing policies.

7. Programs and educational initiatives, dissemination of cultures rom targeting the majority and minority. Public debates, cultural events, seminars, trainings planned with the involvement of associations and pro Rom Rom, civil society and institutions can complement a strategy of inclusion.

The Interculturality is start a process where each of us is called to a passing view to building a culture that might focus on the respect and dignity of every human being as a precondition for overcoming the society based on racism, division and social exclusion. The Self-determination is to initiate a path where everyone is called to build democracy, representing himself and sharing them with all the problems that lives along the road looking for the release.

The Association was founded in Opera Country Rom Nomads through a path which opened in January 2010 and arrived to date.
